Financial Report:

LW reported that the Group’s bank balance at 5/7/10 stood at £8,340 which includes  Red Nose (£300) and Shelterbox (£420) monies.

£500 subs has been banked and £60 received in donations (this equates to 12% volume increase).

Scout Camp not booked but possibility of 2 weekend camps late summer and autumn and a visit to HMS Campbelltown.

LCW confirmed Ripleys tickets are no longer valid.

IR advised money raised so far for Shelterbox is £420.  URC are holding a coffee morning on 4th September with 2 more planned tohelp raised the rest of the money.

DR confirmed action on flagpole is still outstanding.

Scouts   

Scouts are taking their Fire Safety Badge – SR has sourced some fire extinguishers to give the Scouts a chance of using the real thing.   As it is a detailed badge it will continue for the rest of this year and possibly into next year.  

SR advised that there will be no summer camp this year (see previous note) but Frost Camp is booked for January 2011.  

Numbers at Scouts currently stands at just under 30 which SR feels is a more manageable number.  Rebecca Ring is their Young Leader.  They have no Duke of Edinburgh helper at the moment.  Greg Evans will be helping as a Young Leader and SR hopes to hand pick a few older Scouts to stay with the Section.  Young Explorers will finish at the end of this summer term and SR has been approached by them to help run a programme  for Young Leaders to which he has agreed.  The Scout Association has stated that Scouts should leave at the age of 14 year.  The District Commissioner has advised that there are plans in place but these will not be released yet.
